Issue:
Owners of some X-TYPE Wagon models may have concerns of the locating pegs for
the tonneau cover support bar coming adrift or shearing.

Action:
To replace the tonneau cover pegs, follow the procedure outlined below.

1. Open liftgate.

2. Operate tonneau cover assembly latches to remove assembly from the vehicle.

3. Place tonneau cover assembly inverted on a suitable surface.

4. Remove the tonneau cover pegs from the support bar.

5. Install and fully seat the new tonneau cover pegs into the support bar.

Note: In step 6, apply a piece of masking tape to each side of the
tonneau cover support bar to aid marking the positions to be drilled.

6. Measure and mark positions of the four holes to be drilled (two each side),
Illustration 1.

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Caution: Do not drill all the way through the support bar.

6. Drill four 3.0 mm pilot holes at the marked positions.

7. Remove and discard the two pieces of masking tape and clean up any drilling
swarf.

8. Install and tighten the four new screws to secure the tonneau cover pegs to the
support bar (Illustration 2).

9. Install and fully seat the tonneau cover assembly in the vehicle.

10. Close the liftgate.
